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Plant and care instructions

Climbing roses

• Water the roses regularly but not too much.
• Fertilise the plants with special rose fertiliser.
• Wrap individual shoots around the rose arch and secure them 

with small clamps made of plastic, string or wire.
• Regularly remove old shoots and wilted flowers. 
• Prune shoots that are near to the ground in spring, but don‘t 

cut back annual shoots.

Kletterpflanzen

• Make sure that the plant can take root deep in the soil.
• The soil should hold moisture well, but not be susceptible 

to waterlogging.
• Slightly sandy garden soil that is rich in humus is highly re-

commended.
• Provide the plants with enough water.
• Prune shoots that are near to the ground in spring, but don‘t 

cut back annual shoots.
